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11. PASSING REQUIREMENTS
11.1 The Passing requirement for a

student in a course is
determined statistically based
on the analysis of the marks
obtained both in Continuous
Assessment and End
Semester Examinations.  A
student who earns a
minimum of 6 grade points in
a course is declared to have
successfully passed the
course.

11. PASSING REQUIREMENTS
11.1 The Passing requirement for a student in a

course is determined based on the marks
obtained both in Continuous Assessment and
End Semester Examinations.  If the student
gets a <50% of total marks then, the student
will be awarded only RA (Reappearance)
grade. All other grades will be decided by the
faculty concerned. A student who earns a
minimum of 6 grade points in a course is
declared to have successfully passed the
course.
